HISTORY 
• The Omaha plant has been at the 2901 Cuming Street location since 1922 and has seen at

least six major rebuilds and many remodels to reach the appearance you see today.
• In 2004, all four of Roberts’ production plants – Iowa City, Des Moines, Omaha and Kansas

City – received Merit of Excellence Awards from Quality Chekd®, signifying production that
far surpasses the high standards necessary to be a Quality Chekd dairy.

COMPANY

• 230 people are employed at the Omaha plant.
• In Nebraska, in addition to the Omaha plant, Roberts manages the joint venture Hiland-Roberts

ice cream plant in Norfolk.
• The Omaha facility occupies both sides of Cuming Street for a full city block. The production

facility as well as the fleet maintenance garages and a dry storage warehouse take up the
north side of Cuming. The Corporate as well as the Omaha Division offices are also located
here.

• Founded in 1906 in Lincoln, Neb. and headquartered in Omaha, Neb., Roberts Dairy is a full-
service dairy that processes and fills more than 900,000 gallons per week. It operates
around the clock, 365 days a year, to provide the freshest dairy products to customers.
Roberts serves a region that includes Nebraska, Iowa, Missouri, Kansas and parts of
Colorado, Illinois and South Dakota.
